	1. -Collect images that capture America in the Gilded Age.

-Students paste paper onto wood panels.

-Students cut out images thoughtfully to arrange on their panels. 

2. – Students work together to compose images on panels and glue them down.

-–Students use chalk to color the paper and imagery. 

-Students spray panels with fixative.

3. –Artist coats panels with encaustic wax in studio, then brings the work back to classroom.

-Students carve original poetry into the wax.

-Students rub oil paint onto the carved lines to make the words stand out on the panel.

	Visual literacy of the Gilded Age in America. Critical thinking about themes of the era and how that is expressed in visual composition.

Students express mood through color choice, work collaboratively to create an artistic visual composition and create meaning through visual literacy. 

Students write poetry indicative of the mood of the Gilded Age and then etch those words onto their collages. The poetry accentuates the themes of the visual elements.
